Course Description:
The Wisconsin Honor Guard Association (WHGA) is offering a 3-day law enforcement honor guard training designed for beginners and newly formed or inexperienced honor guard units. The overall objective will be for the student to be trained on how to perform honor guard functions relevant to Category I (Line-of-Duty-Death) & Category II funerals (retiree/active off-duty).

Topics of Instruction:

In addition, there will be instruction on the rifle manual and the protocols for casket watch, casket team, and color presentation/posting/retrieval.  Finally, time permitting, additional protocols such as firing parties, parade marching, and flag folding will be addressed.
